The A465 trunk road is one the main strategic east-west routes through south Wales, and forms part of the trans-European transport network (TEN-T).

The A465 Dualling Project involves the upgrading of 40km of the A465 between Abergavenny to Hirwaun, and has been split into sections for delivery.

Section 2 between Gilwern and Brynmawr is the forth section to be dualled and involves widening the existing A465 through the steep sided and environmentally sensitive Clydach Gorge. Construction started in December 2014 with completion planned for September 2018.

The project has also been chosen as the first on-site trial for the research project to develop self-healing concrete involving Cardiff, Cambridge and Bath universities.

The presentation and site visit will identify the scheme’s key features, highlight some of the challenges facing the project team and the progress on site to date. It will also describe the progress being made on the self-healing concrete research as well as an inspection of the trial panels on-site.
