This is then followed by five questions, each worth 20% of the marks, and directly 

relating to the specified entry criteria, so it is easy to stay focused and score marks.

The final question is your chance to wax lyrical about what you have done – tell us why 

it’s different to your peers, why it should win, why it stands out from the crowd and 

represents excellence in construction.
